Ar 6 Awst 2005, gwyliodd torf 0 16,733 y tim yn colli o 1-0 i Tranmere Rovers yn eu

stadiwm newydd, ond mae’r Swans bellach wedi hen ymgartrefu yn Stadiwm Liberty.

Mae llwyddiant presennol y tim yn golygu bod cynlluniau ar y gweill ynghynt na'r disgwyl
i ychwanegu 5,000 o seddi.Y stadiwm yw'r lleoliad amlbwrpas mwyaf yn Abertawe yn barod,
ac mae'n cael ei rannu a chlwb Rygbi’r Undeb y Gweilch yn ogystal a'i ddefnyddio i gynnal

cyngherddau a chynadleddau. Mae'r datblygiad yn cynnwys parc adwerthu mawr, sy’'n golygu

bod y stadiwm yng nghanol ardal hamdden, adloniant a siopa’r dref. O gymharu hyn a thirlun

diwydiannol y cwm ym 1912, gallwn weld cymaint o newid a welodd y Swans dros y ganrif
ddiwethaf.

Wrecsam oedd yr ymwelwyr olaf & chae’r Vetch ym mis Mai 2005 - rownd derfynol Cwpan
Premier UPDC. Dinistriwyd rhannau o’r hen stadiwm gan gefnogwyr yn casglu cofroddion,

a cafodd ei gadael i ddadfeilio am rai blynyddoedd cyn ei dymchwel yn 2011.
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Diolch i broject celf cymunedol ‘Vetch Veg;, troed rhannau o'r tir yn erddi llysiau am flwyddyn.

Bydd yn rhaid i unrhyw ddatblygiad ar y safle yn y dyfodol barchu’r cylch canol gwreiddiol lle

mae gweddillion nifer o gefnogwyr wedi cael eu gwasgaru — Swans o hyd ac am byth.

A New Home

On 6th August 2005, 16,733 supporters watched Tranmere Rovers lose 1-0 to
the Swans in their new ground. The Liberty Stadium is now the established

home of the Swans.

The current success of the team has brought forward plans to expand the Liberty,
increasing the capacity by 5,000. Already the largest purpose-built venue in
Swansea, it has hosted concerts and conferences. The ground is shared with the
Ospreys Rugby Union club, and part of the development includes a large retail
park, placing the stadium at the heart of a leisure, entertainment and shopping
complex. This contrast with the industrial landscape of the valley in 1912 shows

how times have changed during the Swans’ century.

The last game at the Vetch Field was against Wrexham in May 2005, the final of the
FAW Premier Cup. The old stadium was ravaged by fans taking souvenirs, and left

to decay for several years. It was finally demolished in 2011.

A year-long community art project “Vetch Veg’, saw part of the ground occupied by
vegetable plots. Any future development will have to respect the original centre
circle — many fans have had their ashes scattered there

— Swansea ‘til | Die, and beyond.
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
